News articles regarding Combined Sewer Overflows were presented, but were already discussed in
the Martin Sanitary Diversion Drain Board meeting.

Mr. Astorino then presented a project update. No wet weather events this month. The Pullman portion
of the project on the Chapaton Basin will be officially closed out; on time, and under budget. The next
phase of work will be D’Agostini on the project.

Regarding the Chapaton In-System Storage Project, we've had a lot of discussions with DTE to get
the utilities relocated at Beaconsfield. That’s the hold up for starting at the site. DTE wants them
buried. The latest schedule is they will be out June or July.



Letters have been sent out to the residents. There will be a bunch of steel delivered to the
Beaconsfield site, they ordered ahead of time considering supply chain issues. Commissioner Miller
added that it is all American Steel. We will start working on the smaller sites. They will be setting up
drilling to the tunnel and installing vents to relieve the pressure should there be a catastrophic event.
There will carbon tanks on the line for any potential odors to filter them. Weiss is preparing to mobilize
in the next week.

Mr. Astorino then presented a copy of the letters that were sent to the residents around the sites and
explained that there is also more details on our website. He explained that the site will be fenced off
for safety and that the work will be performed during the day, no overnight work. Other than that we
are moving forward on the design for Nine Mile Pump Station with a target date of July. He will be
bringing it to the Board. Canal Rehab is progressing.

Mr. Downing then updated on the OCIP premiums. He explained that back in February the Board
authorized Mrs. Miller to bundle 3 projects. The In-System Storage, the Nine Mile Pump Station, and
the MIDD Odor and Corrosion. We are continuing to work with Meadowbrook and the numbers are
just getting finalized. The great news is that we were able to add the Martin In-System Storage Project
and we saw a reduction in premiums. We will get the numbers finalized and present it at the next
Board Meeting. Mr. VanSyckel asked how the cost is spread. Mr. Downing explained that he will make
sure that the savings are distributed proportionately by the hard construction cost values.

A motion was made by Mr. Santo, supported by Mrs. Klinefelt to receive and file the project update.

Subject: Chapaton Canal Rehabilitation Design Recommendation

The Macomb County Public Works Office (MCPWO) has continued to work towards finding solutions to
reduce treated combined sewer overflows (CSO) and improve water quality within Lake St. Clair. The first
project that was established to reduce treated CSO’s was to expand the existing open-air canal which would
have reduced average annual overflow volumes up to 60%. Unfortunately, this project was rejected by EGLE
mainly due to MCPWO requesting to take additional waters of the State. Since then MCPWO has evaluated
additional options and worked with EGLE on what could be permitted.

The following project has been conceptually developed to rehabilitate the existing open-air canal that is used
to treat and store treated CSQ’s after leaving the Chapaton Retention Treatment Basin (RTB). Although the
overall canal expansion project was rejected by EGLE, there are still major rehabilitation elements that need
to be addressed. The key elements are as follows:

e The existing outfall gates are nearing the end of their useful life. The need for replacement is
twofold since the bottom-up operation of the gates is not optimal. When opened to initiate a CSO
spill, lake water rushes back into the open air canal area and occupies volume that otherwise could
have been used for CSO storage.

o The proposed gates will open from the top-down. This provides needed resiliency against
higher lake levels as well as allows operators to capture additional CSO storage volume.

e The canal still has the original 9 Mile Drain double box running along the south side which was never
properly abandoned. This asset is almost 100 years old and a failure would put Shore Club
Apartment property at a high risk of flooding.

o The 9 Mile Drain will be properly abandoned and filled with concrete or completely
removed. The grade will also be raised to provide additional resiliency to above the 500-
year flood elevation.

e The sheeting on the westerly end of the canal is not high enough to contain all CSO during a spill
when lake levels are high. As a result, E. 9 Mile Road temporarily floods all the way back to Jefferson
Ave under these conditions.

o This will be addressed by installing new sheeting and filling the land to above the 500-year
elevation. These measures in conjunction with the 9-Mile Pump Station project will
eliminate flooding along E. 9 Mile Road, east of Jefferson Ave.

e The North side of the canal is currently eroding farther to the north every year. There was never
sheeting installed in this area.

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o New sheeting will be installed to above to a 500-year flood elevation. This will stop the
erosion, provide additional stability for the canal, and help protect the Aeration Building.

e Current flushing operations require the existing canal to be filled with lake water to support the
flushing pumps.

o As part of this rehabilitation project, a new pipe will be installed directly from the lake to the
flushing pumps. This will allow the operators to use only the volume of lake water that is
required to flush the RTB rather than be forced to send unused, clean lake water through
the downstream sewage billing meter. It is estimated that this will save rate-payers
approximately $200k per year; an amount that will likely be recouped one year after the
installation of this pipe.

e The existing canal can only partially dewater via gravity back into the RTB.

o The proposed canal bottom will be sloped west towards the existing Aeration Chamber. This
will provide a more complete dewatering of the canal. This lower depth, combined with
several of the rehabilitation items noted above, will result in approximately 10 MG of
additional storage volume.

All of the elements noted above have already been designed in some form as part of the initial canal
expansion project. The results of the Basis of Design phase of this rehabilitation project indicated that the
key elements noted above are feasible. Additionally, much of the original design can be re-used. The
original design team was tasked with preparing this BOD and MCPWO is proposing continue to use this team
to progress the project through 100% design. This will lower costs and save time.

The proposal from Wade Trim that is in front of you today outlines progressing the design to 100% by the
end of 2022 and issuing the project for public bids in early 2023. We believe this team is capable of
maintaining this schedule and budget while providing a quality design as was the case with the original canal
expansion project. The proposed fee for this additional scope of work is $499,972.00 which is a time-and-
material NTE cost. As noted in the table below, there is approximately $140,268.33 in budget remaining on
this project. The original contract and any associated change orders has been paid for by the MEDC grant
that was obtained by MCPWO. The remaining funds of that grant will be exhausted with this next phase of
work.

Dear Mr. Astorino:

Per your request, Wade Trim is pleased to provide this scope of services document to the Macomb
County Public Works Office for professional engineering services related to the Chapaton RTB canal
design revision.

Project Description Summary

The Chapaton RTB Canal Upgrades Project will provide renovation and improvements to the existing
Chapaton RTB facility to provide for a more resilient gate structure and improved perimeter
containment area from the RTB to the gate structure. The anticipated improvements include the
rehabilitation of the cross section of the existing canal from the RTB to the gate structure, new sheet
pile earth retention on the north and south sides within this area’s perimeter, two new flushing gates
through the basin weir wall for dewatering, and the construction of a new control building and new
gate structure located on the basin side of the existing gate structure.

Scope of Services

Professional services are to be provided for the project in four separate tasks as described below.
The design drawings previously developed for the Chapaton RTB Canal Upgrade project will be
utilized and revised accordingly to accommodate the changes in the scope of services. We have
assumed the gate structure design and other previously designed concepts will be able to be reused
in the revised canal design without significant engineering and rework. Since the configuration of the
project may change as each task is completed, the scope of services and budget shall be reviewed
by the engineer and the Macomb County Public Works Office (MCPWO) and modified, if necessary,
prior to initiation of the subsequent tasks.

Task 1 - Project Management
The following project management activities are to be performed as part of the project:
A. Provide general management and technical administration of the project.
B. Develop and maintain a master project schedule. The project schedule will be capable of
identifying progress of individual tasks and of the entire project. The engineer will submit

monthly progress reports summarizing activities completed, work remaining, and identifying
any problems which are anticipated.
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C. Coordinate work of subconsultants, including all efforts required to maintain consistency
between the team members. This also includes the routine administrative functions required
to properly maintain staffing levels, assure proper accounting of both staff time and project
expenses, and maintain general order.

D. Provide technical reviews of the project.

E. Prepare/maintain project records and billing, including effort required to maintain a
complete set of administrative project records and billing and cost information for the
contract. Prepare monthly invoices including obtaining, preparing, and providing backup
documentation.

F. Attend regular meetings with the MCPWO project manager.

G. Coordinate with MCPWO regarding Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes and
Energy (EGLE) State Revolving Fund (SRF) Milestone Schedule.

Task 2 - Preliminary Design

Task 2 consists of advancing the design concept detailed in the Basis of Design (BOD) for the
proposed project. The objective of this preliminary design phase is to clearly identify the specific
design elements of project required to be updated for which final construction plans can be
generated. The work under this task will bring the design to the 30% level and includes the following
subtasks:

A. Project Initiation - Conduct project kickoff meeting to initiate project and review project goals
and objectives. Attendees to include key MCPWO and consultant design team members,
including MCPWO 0&M staff to obtain input on existing facility performance and operator
concerns for new facilities.

B. Historical Document Review - Specific items include the following;:
1. Review previous file and existing documents and information.

2. Utilize existing survey data previously collected. No additional site survey has been
included.

3. Review, develop, and summarize hydraulic design requirements and constraints.
4. Review geotechnical information for geotechnical and structural design requirements.

C. Design Concept Confirmation - The engineer will confirm with MCPWO the design concepts
for the following project components:

1. Geotechnical - Tieback Wall and Buttress of Existing Sheeting to remain in place

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Nine Mile Pump Station Project Narrative:

The Macomb County Public Works Office (MCPWO), on behalf of the Eight and One-Half Mile
Relief Drain Drainage District (District), is proposing to construct a 600 cubic-foot-per-second firm
capacity pump station adjacent to the Chapaton Pump Station (Chapaton) and the 28 million gallon
Retention Treatment Basin (RTB) located at 23001 E. Nine Mile Road. The MCPWO Wastewater
Master Plan and subsequent hydraulic modeling identified this project as a critical need for the
District. When Lake St. Clair lake levels are high (as has been the case in recent years) Chapaton does
not meet firm capacity as the station was originally conceived. The high lake levels prevent the gravity
bypass from functioning as intended and the consequences of this inadequacy put thousands of
upstream basements in St. Clair Shores and Eastpointe at risk of flooding. The proposed Nine Mile
Pump Station project will be constructed to physically disconnect the sewer collection system from
the effects of Lake St. Clair. Additional upgrades as part of the project will improve overall regional
sewer system resiliency, increase electrical system redundancies, and reduce volume / improve water
quality during overflow events.

The physical location of the proposed pump station is constrained by a) the location of the influent
15-foot x 8-foot box culvert and b) the location of the existing RTB. Construction of the proposed Nine
Mile Pump Station entirely on District property is not feasible because of these constraints. As such, the
District is petitioning the City of St. Clair Shores to abandon the portion of E. Nine Mile Road
adjacent to this project to facilitate construction. This stretch of road is not thought to be an asset to the
City as it currently is in disrepair and simply dead-ends at its easterly end. It should be noted that the
existing boat launch on the District property will be preserved and enhanced as part of this project.
New approaches will be constructed to facilitate access across the RTB deck to the boat launch.
MCPWO has made significant coordination efforts with the adjacent property owner and has reached an
agreement for the entirety of the vacated right-of-way to revert to District ownership. The noted
agreement is attached.
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AGREEMENT TO VACATE A PORTION OF E. NINE MILE ROAD

This Agreement to Vacate a Portion of E. Nine Mile Road (“Agreement”) is made by and
between the Intra-County Drainage Board for the 8 2 Mile Relief Drain Drainage District, whose
address is c/o Macomb County Public Works, 21777 Dunham Road, Clinton Township, Michigan
48036 (the “Drainage District”), and St. Clair Land Development, L.L.C., a Michigan limited
liability company (“St. Clair Land”) (the Drainage District and St. Clair Land are sometimes herein
individually referred to as a “Party” or collectively referred to as the “Parties”).

WHEREAS, the Drainage District is the owner of real property situated in the City of St.
Clair Shores, County of Macomb, State of Michigan known as Parcel IDs #09-14-35-103-005 and
#09-14-35-251-001 (“Drainage District Parcel”), where the Drainage District operates the
Chapaton Pump Station, retention treatment basin, and associated appurtenances.

WHEREAS, St. Clair Land is the owner of real property situated in the City of St. Clair
Shores, County of Macomb, State of Michigan lying south of E. Nine Mile Road (the “St. Clair
Land Parcel”), with a Parcel ID # to be assigned upon completion of a Tax Split (as hereinafter
defined) from Parcel ID #09-14-35-104-091 which includes the St. Clair Land Parcel and the
property owned by Shore Club Apartments, L.L.C. (“Shore Club”), where the Shore Club
apartment complex and marina are located (the “Shore Club Parcel”).

WHEREAS, the Drainage District Parcel and the St. Clair Land Parcel (collectively the
“Parcels”) are adjacent to each other and separated by E. Nine Mile Road, a public road owned by
the City of St. Clair Shores (“City”).

WHEREAS, the Drainage District desires to improve the Drainage District Parcel which
will include the construction and operation of a new pump station to be named the Nine Mile Pump
Station.

WHEREAS, the Drainage District’s plan to improve the Drainage District Parcel requires
that a portion of E. Nine Mile Road between the Drainage District Parcel and the St. Clair Land
Parcel be vacated.

WHEREAS, the Parties have reached an agreement regarding the proposed vacation of E.
Nine Mile Road and other related matters involving the improvement of the Drainage District
Parcel subject to the terms herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the following mutual covenants and conditions,
the Parties, intending to be legally bound hereby for themselves and their successors, and assigns,
agree to the following:

1. Vacation of E. Nine Mile Road. As part of the Drainage District’s improvement of the
Drainage District Parcel, a portion of E. Nine Mile Road, as depicted and legally described in
Exhibit A attached hereto (“Proposed Vacation Area”), must be vacated.

a. Administrative Vacation/Court Order. The Drainage District shall first pursue to
have the Proposed Vacation Area vacated through the administrative process with the
City until the City renders a decision on the vacation. In the event that the

1
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administrative vacation does not result in the Proposed Vacation Area being vacated
within three months from the date of this Agreement (the “Vacation Period”), this
Agreement shall terminate, unless the Parties mutually agree to an extension. Prior to
the expiration of the Vacation Period, the Drainage District shall have the option, in its
sole discretion, to seek to have the Proposed Vacation Area vacated by court order, in
which event this Agreement shall terminate and the Parties shall mutually agree upon
terms of any cooperation going forward with regard to the Nine Mile Pump Station.

b. St. Clair Land Will Cooperate and not Object. During the term of this Agreement,
St. Clair Land agrees to fully cooperate with and not object to the Drainage District’s
efforts to have the Proposed Vacation Area vacated either administratively with the
City of St. Clair Shores or through the court process. St. Clair Land agrees to cooperate
with the Drainage District’s efforts and execute any and all documents and to take all
additional actions that may be necessary or appropriate (at no cost or expense to St.
Clair Land) to give full force and effect to the terms and intent of this Agreement and
to have the Proposed Vacation Area vacated.

c. Reversion and Conveyance of Vacated E. Nine Mile Road. Pursuant to Michigan
law and as an intended consequence of the Proposed Vacation Area being vacated, a
portion of the Proposed Vacation Area will revert to St. Clair Land as an abutting
landowner which real property is depicted and legally described in Exhibit B attached
hereto (“St. Clair Land Reversion Area”). Provided all other terms and conditions of
this Agreement have been satisfied, immediately upon the reversion of the St. Clair
Land Reversion Area to St. Clair Land, St. Clair Land shall convey to the Drainage
District the St. Clair Land Reversion Area via quit claim deed for One and 00/100
Dollar ($1.00) and such other valuable consideration as provided for herein. This shall
result in the Proposed Vacation Area reverting completely to the Drainage District
which shall be combined with the Drainage District Parcel. Other than the
consideration recited herein, St. Clair Land agrees to waive any and all present or
potential future claims for compensation of any type whatsoever for the conveyance,
including but not limited to just compensation and other statutory costs, fees or interest
under the Michigan Uniform Condemnation Procedures Act, MCL 213.51.

2. Private Access Drives and Nine Mile Pump Station.

a. Installation and Maintenance. As part of the construction of the Nine Mile Pump
Station, the Drainage District shall construct at its sole expense, two private paved
access drives, separated by a boulevard, as depicted on the Overall Site Layout Plan
attached hereto as Exhibit C. The private paved access drive to the North shall be
located on the Drainage District Parcel (formerly part of the St. Clair Land Reversion
Area) (“Drainage District Private Access Drive”), the private paved access drive to the
South shall be located on the St. Clair Land Parcel, such that the north line of the private
access drive corresponds to the north line of the St. Clair Land parcel (“St. Clair Land
Private Access Drive”), with the boulevard existing on the joint property line and with
the powerlines currently located thereon to be removed and replaced, either above or
below ground, by the utility provider on the boulevard between the private access
drives. See Exhibit C.
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The Drainage District Private Access Drive shall be for the sole and private use of the
Drainage District. The Drainage District will own and be responsible, at its sole
expense, for maintaining the Drainage District Private Access Drive in perpetuity. The
Drainage District, in its sole discretion, may opt to restrict access to the Drainage
District Private Access Drive to the public by installing a gate, traffic arm or other
barricade. The Drainage District Private Access Drive shall be constructed in
conjunction with the proposed Nine Mile Pump Station and it shall terminate at the
limits of the Drainage District Parcel.

The St. Clair Land Private Access Drive shall be for the sole and private use of St. Clair
Land. After the Drainage District’s construction, St. Clair Land will own and be
responsible, at its sole expense, for maintaining the St. Clair Land Private Access Drive
in perpetuity. St. Clair Land, in its sole discretion, may opt to restrict access to the St.
Clair Land Private Access Drive to the public utilizing the gate to be provided by the
Drainage District’s construction plans. The St. Clair Land Private Access Drive shall
be constructed by the Drainage District in conjunction with the proposed Nine Mile
Pump Station and it shall terminate as depicted in Exhibit C.

Shared Access Easement. The Parties agree to enter into a permanent easement
(“Permanent Easement”) in regard to the Shared Access Drive connecting the
remainder of Nine Mile Road to the Drainage District Private Access Drive and the St.
Clair Land Private Access Drive (collectively referred to as the “Private Access
Drives”) as depicted and described in the attached Exhibit D (“Shared Private Access
Drive”). The Drainage District and St. Clair Land will enter into an easement
agreement that shall govern the use and maintenance of the Shared Private Access
Drive as contemplated herein. The parties contemplate that the Drainage District will
maintain the Shared Private Access Drive at its sole cost and expense. St. Clair Land
shall have authority under the Permanent Easement to grant access to licensees,
including, but not limited to the owners, residents, contractors, agents, representatives,
successors and assigns of Shore Club.

Construction. The Drainage District shall engage professional services and
contractors and utilize materials approved by the applicable governmental agencies
with authority over the proposed Nine Mile Pump Station, Temporary Access Drive
(defined below), the Private Access Drives and the Shared Access Drive (collectively,
the “Project”) and any encroachment on the St. Clair Land Parcel that may or could
occur during the construction of the Project, in order to assure that the Project is
constructed and maintained as required by the governmental agencies. The Drainage
District will cause all professionals, service providers, vendors and contractors engaged
by or on behalf of the Drainage District, for the Project, including, but not limited to
the construction managers, engineers, surveyors, architects, consultants, environmental
consultants and/or remediation firms, construction contractors, and suppliers (the
“Project Contractors”), to maintain general liability and property insurance coverages
mutually agreeable to the Drainage District and St. Clair Land, which will include St.
Clair Land as an additional insured, entitled to at least 30 days advance notice of the
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cancellation of any such insurance. The Drainage District consents to commit to
engage Project Contractors qualified to do the work for which they are engaged and to
require the Project Contractors to include an indemnification provision in their
contract(s) as set forth hereinbelow.

Drainage District Indemnification. The Drainage District agrees to indemnify and
hold harmless St. Clair Land, and at St. Clair Land’s option, defend it from and against
any and all claims, actions, damages, liability and expense, including attorney and other
professional fees, in connection with any claims causes of action, damages, losses,
liabilities, costs and expenses (including reasonable attorney fees, costs and expenses),
loss of life, personal injury and/or damage to property and any cause of action or legal
proceeding for violation of any laws, state, federal or otherwise, including violations
of the Americans with Disabilities Act, arising from or out of either or both (i) the gross
negligence or willful misconduct of the Drainage District and/or its officers, agents,
independent contractors, employees, invitees and/or its Project Contractors; or (ii) the
manner of use by the Drainage District and/or its Project Contractors of the Proposed
Vacation Area, Staging Area, Shared Access Drive, Temporary Access Drive,
Permanent Easement, Drainage District Private Access Drive, and the St. Clair Land
Private Access Drive (prior to turning it over to St. Clair Land for its exclusive use and
enjoyment), or any part thereof, or adjacent thereto, occasioned wholly or in part by an
act or omission of the Drainage District and/or its Project Contractors in furtherance of
the Project (“Claims”). The Drainage District’s indemnification does not extend to
liability for claims, actions, damages or expense resulting from the gross negligence of
St. Clair Land or its intentional misconduct or the intentional misconduct of St. Clair
Land’s officers, agents, employees and/or invitees. The Drainage District shall cause
its contracts with the Project Contractors to include an indemnification provision such
that each shall indemnify and hold harmless St. Clair Land, and at St. Clair Land’s
option, defend it from and against any Claims, which indemnification shall extend to
any use and/or occupancy of the Staging Area and/or other land owned by St. Clair
Land, by any of the Project Contractors.

St. Clair Land Indemnification. St. Clair Land agrees to indemnify and hold
harmless the Drainage District, and at the Drainage District’s option, defend it from
and against any and all claims, actions, damages, liability and expense, including
attorney and other professional fees, in connection with any claims, causes of action,
damages, losses, liabilities, costs and expenses (including reasonable attorney fees,
costs and expenses), loss of life, personal injury and/or damage to property and any
cause of action or legal proceeding for violation of any laws, state, federal or otherwise,
including violations of the Americans with Disabilities Act, arising from or out of the
gross negligence or willful misconduct of St. Clair Land and/or its officers, agents,
independent contractors, employees, invitees and/or licensees. St. Clair Land’s
indemnification does not extend to liability for claims, actions, damages or expense
resulting from the gross negligence and/or intentional misconduct of the Drainage
District or the Project Contractors, nor shall it extend to the manner of use by and/or
negligence of the Drainage District and/or the Project Contractors and their respective
officers, agents, employees and/or invitees in furtherance of the Project, on the
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Proposed Vacation Area, Staging Area, Permanent Easement, Shared Access Drive,
Temporary Access Drive, Drainage District Private Access Drive, at any time, and/or
the St. Clair Land Private Access Drive and/or Staging Area (as hereinafter defined)
during construction of the Project and any time prior to the turnover of these areas to
St. Clair Land for its exclusive use and enjoyment.

3. St. Clair Land Parcel.

Connection to Sanitary Sewer. Simultaneous with the construction of the Project, the
Drainage District will construct, install and connect, at its sole expense, a sanitary
sewer connection and any related facilities between St. Clair Land’s Warehouse and
the public sanitary sewer located within the E. Nine Mile Road Right-of-Way
(“Sanitary Sewer Connection”). To the extent that municipal approvals are required for
the Sanitary Sewer Connection, the Drainage District will, upon execution of this
Agreement, promptly prepare and pay for all costs and expenses for any and all
necessary and/or appropriate applications, surveys, permitting and approval
requirements. St. Clair Land will cooperate in executing any documentation necessary
and/or appropriate to accomplish these purposes. Upon completion of the Sanitary
Sewer Connection, St. Clair Land shall assume ownership of same and shall be
responsible for the maintenance and cost to maintain the sanitary sewer connection,
and the Drainage District shall have no further obligation in regard to the sanitary sewer
connection whatsoever. To the extent that St. Clair Land is required to transfer or
dedicate the improvements associated with the sanitary sewer connection to the City of
St. Clair Shores in accordance with any law, ordinance or regulation, St. Clair Land is
solely responsible for complying with same and indemnifies and holds the Drainage
District harmless, including reimbursement of costs and actual attorney fees, from any
such enforcement action or proceeding.

Temporary Access Drive. During construction of the proposed Nine Mile Pump
Station, the Drainage District will install, if necessary, a one-lane gravel access drive
as necessary to ensure St. Clair Land’s access is maintained to the northerly overhead
door of St. Clair Land’s Warehouse located on the St. Clair Land Parcel (“Temporary
Access Drive”). The area of the St. Clair Land Parcel disturbed by the installation of
the Temporary Access Drive under this Agreement shall be restored by the Drainage
District, by its Project Contractors, to substantially the same condition as existed
immediately prior to the construction of the Temporary Access Drive.

St. Clair Land Parcel Tax ID Number. The Parties acknowledge that St. Clair Land
has submitted an application for the designation of a separate tax parcel ID number for
the St. Clair Land Parcel (the “Tax Split”) which was granted by the City on March 21,
2022..

Staging Area. The Parties agree to enter into a temporary easement such that during
the construction of the Nine Mile Pump Station, St. Clair Land will grant a temporary
easement to the Drainage District over a portion of the St. Clair Land Parcel as depicted
and legally described in Exhibit E attached hereto (“Staging Area”). The temporary

easement granted for the Staging Area shall expire on the date that is twenty-four (24)
months from the date the Drainage District or its Project Contractors first utilize the
Staging Area as contemplated herein, or upon completion of the construction of the
Nine Mile Pump Station, which ever first occurs (“Initial Easement Period”). Should
the Drainage District have need of additional time for use of the Staging Area, the
Drainage District shall provide St. Clair Land with thirty (30) days advance written
notice of its intention to extend the Initial Easement Period for an additional period in
consideration of a Use Fee of Five Thousand ($5,000.00) per month, to be paid on the
first day of each calendar month, for each additional month following the Initial
Easement Period but not to exceed an additional eighteen (18) month period, which
shall include final grading and grass seeding of the Staging Area. The Drainage
District, its agents, representatives, employees, contractors and Project Contractors
shall restore the Staging Area to substantially the same condition as existed
immediately prior to the construction of the Nine Mile Pump Station.

4. Conditions Precedent. The Parties acknowledge and agree that transfer of the St. Clair Land
Reversion Area to the Drainage District is subject to satisfaction of all of the following:

5. Notice. All notices provided for in this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be given either
(a) by actual delivery of the notice to the party entitled thereto with a copy by email, or (b) by
depositing the same with the United States Postal Service, certified mail, return receipt
requested, postage prepaid, to the address of the Party entitled thereto with a copy by email, or
(c) by overnight delivery service. The notice shall be deemed to have been received (a) on the
date of its actual receipt by the party entitled thereto, or (b) two (2) days after the date of its
deposit with the United States Postal Service and email confirmation receipt.

Nine Mile Pump Station Project Narrative:

The Macomb County Public Works Office (MCPWO), on behalf of the Eight and One-Half Mile
Relief Drain Drainage District (District), is proposing to construct a 600 cubic-foot-per-second firm
capacity pump station adjacent to the Chapaton Pump Station (Chapaton) and the 28 million gallon
Retention Treatment Basin (RTB) located at 23001 E. Nine Mile Road. The MCPWO Wastewater
Master Plan and subsequent hydraulic modeling identified this project as a critical need for the
District. When Lake St. Clair lake levels are high (as has been the case in recent years) Chapaton does
not meet firm capacity as the station was originally conceived. The high lake levels prevent the gravity
bypass from functioning as intended and the consequences of this inadequacy put thousands of
upstream basements in St. Clair Shores and Eastpointe at risk of flooding. The proposed Nine Mile
Pump Station project will be constructed to physically disconnect the sewer collection system from
the effects of Lake St. Clair. Additional upgrades as part of the project will improve overall regional
sewer system resiliency, increase electrical system redundancies, and reduce volume / improve water
quality during overflow events.

The physical location of the proposed pump station is constrained by a) the location of the influent
15-foot x 8-foot box culvert and b) the location of the existing RTB. Construction of the proposed Nine
Mile Pump Station entirely on District property is not feasible because of these constraints. As such, the
District is petitioning the City of St. Clair Shores to abandon the portion of E. Nine Mile Road
adjacent to this project to facilitate construction. This stretch of road is not thought to be an asset to the
City as it currently is in disrepair and simply dead-ends at its easterly end. It should be noted that the
existing boat launch on the District property will be preserved and enhanced as part of this project.
New approaches will be constructed to facilitate access across the RTB deck to the boat launch.
MCPWO has made significant coordination efforts with the adjacent property owner and has reached an
agreement for the entirety of the vacated right-of-way to revert to District ownership. The noted
agreement is attached hereto and contains additional information related to this vacation request and the
overall project.

Afforded liability limits are separate from each other, Payment of claims for one line of
coverage will not affect or reduce the limits dedicated to the remaining lines of coverage. Please refer
to policy forms for terms, definitions, conditions, and exclusions.

The deductibles apply to both the payment of claim adjustment expenses and third-party
damage payments. Once the deductible is exhausted, the specific limit is dedicated to the payment of
third-party damages alone; claim expenses are outside of the afforded limits.

5) The combined aggregate limit of
liability for covered General Liability and Public Officials’ Liability claims is $11,000,000.

In addition to securing the afforded liability coverages, we continue to monitor additions or
improvements to the districts’ physical assets. We have been advised that no measurable changes
occurred over the past year. You will recall that all property insurance is secure under Macomb
County’s property insurance policy. '
